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Between 1994 and 2000 Jon & Jude Wi! joined various short term trips to 
Africa, delivering aid, building projects, evangelism and church plan"ng.

In 2001 Jon & Jude went to Zambia for the #rst "me. In 2003 whilst visi"ng 
refugee camps in Zambia Jon was given a word from God.

“What God will do is big, it involves lots of people from many places, travelling 
back and forth and working together.”

As Jon & Jude re!ected on their experiences to date and the words they had been given, they began 
to think about mission di$erently. They began to focus on equipping the people God has placed in 
communi"es to help them reach their poten"al.

Between 2004 and 2007 Jon & Jude ran Leadership Training Seminars every 6 months in Zambia. Over this 
"me we got to know and worked alongside WOTA Ministries, a Zambian organisa"on. 

Mbilia village was a community WOTA knew well. There were currently no health facili"es there as the 
land was not owned by the government. July 2005 - July 2006 saw the construc"on of Mibila Village Clinic 
in partnership with WOTA.

Many water sources in Mibila and neighbouring Kapeshi had dried up over "me leaving only a handful of 
boreholes s"ll working. In partnership with WOTA and Wilmslow Wells we oversaw the installa"on of a 
new borehole on the Mibila Clinic site to serve both neighourhoods.

These very practical projects were great assests to their commun"es, but as we re%ected on the 
words and calling God had given us we came back to the need to equip the people God had placed in 
communi"es and help them be the agents of change.

A series of photos of mothers at the clinic got us thinking.  It is easy to make assump"ons about people 
and their abili"es because of our preconcep"ons about poverty. When we strip away our preconcep"ons 
of poverty, we see each person with the dignity God intended.

The borehole up and running'
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In October 2007 Dignity was formally incorporated. Re%ec"ng our belief that 
God will use those he has placed in communi"es, our founding verse was 
Isaiah 61:3.

“They will be called Oaks of Righteousness,
a plan!ng of the Lord for the display of his splendour”

The #rst ever Life Groups were planted as we shaped “The Life Ini"a"ve”

In September 2007 we spent 2 weeks in Angola working alongside Pentecostal congrega"ons in their 
communi"es. We were given another word from God by a Congolese pastor.

“God will give you a walking s!ck and you will visit and begin work in many countries within Africa.”

Learning from past experience we began to shape the Life Initiative. We wanted to create a way of 
sharing the good news of Jesus that resulted in life changing faith: faith that is grounded in God’s love 
and faith that loves neighbours. We wanted it to spread further than us and we wanted it to be carried by 
those God has placed in rural communi"es across Africa. The concept of LIfe Groups began to form.

Rooted in Jesus agreed to partner with us, making their discipleship course available to us in a number of 
di$erent languages. This course was wri!en speci#cally for subsitence farming communi"es in Africa and 
gave us a brilliant tool to use.

In July 2008 a team went to Zambia with the idea of plan"ng Chris"an led, community based discipleship 
groups; Life Groups. The day before leaving, another word was given to us by God.

“I will start many bush "res and no amount of "re"gh!ng from the enemy will dampen them.”

The "rst ever Life Group Training took place in October 2008 in Sekela, Zambia. Working closely with 5 
pastors who a friend had put us in touch with, we explored how we could start a movement that would 
help people know Jesus in a life changing way. The "rst Life Groups were planted.

10 Life Groups

We started out in 
Sekela because we 
had built connec"nos 
with local leaders 
whilst building 
Handenu Clinic in 
Mibila which was 
close by.
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As we worked closely with the 5 pastors we explored ways in which we could help them maintain an 
income, freeing up their "me to focus on Life Groups. In this process we learnt that it was be!er to allow 
people to be involved on a part "me basis, ensuring they had enough "me to sustain and maintain their 
exisi"ng businesses and income sources.

The 5 pastors each helped plant a second Life Group. The need to pass on the vision, skills and ideas 
behind Life Groups became apparent and we were soon exploring ways to inspire and equip others to 
plant Life Groups.

We visited Cornelius in Nchelenge where he had gathered a team of 4 to work with him. Together 
they had invited about 30 people to hear about Life Groups. A*er the training we ran, the team kept in 
touch with those who had a!ended and supported them as they worked to begin Life Groups in their 
communi"es. This also became part of our standard working model and has helped people when they 
are just star"ng out.

Feedback from Life Groups con"nued to be encouraging and posi"ve. In a village outside Chingola 
di$erent churches has stopped #gh"ng and had started working together.

Our support of Mibila Clinic continued and we were delighted to hear that they were repor"ng success 
in many areas, including incidences of malaria being reduced by 85+, promo"on of HIV/AIDS awareness 
and immunisa"on for children. We encouraged WOTA Ministries to apply for accredia"on from Churches 
Health Associa"on of Zambia for the clinic as a step towards the clinic becoming locally supported.

The #rst Life Groups con"nued to meet and the feedback was good. They were 
helping to bring unity between churches.

We were ac"vely seeking the people that God was raising up to leadership. We 
wanted to draw alongside them and partner with them.

On route to visit Cornelius, one such person, Jon & Paul broke down in Mkushi 
and got to know a few people. Today Mkushi is home to Jon & Jude'

Making plans together at a 
training event

Whenever we gather together for a training event , a team of 
volunteers is needed to do the hard work of cooking for everyone.

Groups were up and running around Sekela. We were 
encouraged to #nd that leaders had starter more groups.

We were ge<ng to know Cornelius in Nchelenge and 
working with him to estbalish Life Groups in his area.

Jon and Paul had to drive the long way from Sekela to 
Nchelenge to avoid going through the DRC. This took 
them through Mkushi which is where they broke down 
and where Jon and Jude now live.
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Ponde started one of the #rst ever Life Groups in his community back in 2008. Two years on they were 
busy plan"ng trees. They saw that these were used in the local mines and realised that they could grow 
them and sell them to the mine owners. They worked collec"vely and used the proceeds to help elderly 
people in the community.

Rosemary became a Chris"an a*er joining a Life Group. She knew of 2 orphans in her community, le* to 
fend for themselves. As Rosemary came to know Jesus she began to understand that these orphans were 
God’s children too and that she should help them. She opened her house to them and adopted them into 
her family.

A group of women in a Life Group accessed government funding for women’s groups and bought a 
hammer mill, used to grind maize, their staple food. They run the hammer mill, charging low rates for the 
very poor amongst them. Income generated is used to support those in need in their community.

Crime rates in Kambwali dropped a*er the Life Group there began praying for the known trouble causers 
in their village. They invited them to join their Life Group when the rest of the community shunned them 
for their behaviour. Their behaviour has been transformed, as has the reputa"on of the village'

Cornelius and Augustine had been part of Dignity’s team for 2 years and plan"ng Life Groups in their 
local communi"es. For the #rst "me, they organised training events further from home, gathering people 
through local contacts and travelling 40Km from home to share what they were doing in Musonda Falls 
and Kazembe. This was an early sign of how our work would grow'

Stories of how Life Groups were loving their communi"es started to emerge.

We began to gather Life Group leaders every 6 months to provide support and 
encouragement. We ran our #rst School of Rural Evangelism, invi"ng people 
from across Zambia to establish new links. Life Group numbers tripled.

Our formal support for Mibila Clinic ended. Latest reports show that the clinic 
con"nues to serve its community with the government paying sta$ salaries.

Life Groups were beginning to spread geographically, 
focused around where local leaders were emerging.

Recognising the importance of local leadership 
and remembering God’s word to us about “Oaks of 
Righteousness” we were ac"vely looking for people 
in di$erent areas with a heart to bring Jesus to their 
community.  We threw the net wide and invited people 
from across Zambia to come and #nd out about Life 
Groups. The blue dots represent the areas people 
travelled from.
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The Life Group in Musonda Falls gets together once a month to help the elderly and in#rm in their 
community. They gather materials and mend roofs for those who cannot manage it themselves, 
par"cularly the eldery people and those su$ering from HIV/AIDS. This means they will have dry houses 
when the rainy season arrives.

A mysterious disease was claiming the lives of children in a village outside Nchelenge. At a Dignity 
training event, Life Group leaders in the area prayed for their communi"es and from that point on no 
more children died. Many people wanted to know more about Jesus as a result.

The Life Group in Lusemfwa meets every week to study the Bible. The 17 adults in the group then work 
together on a 750m2  farm-garden to aid their community. Their aim is to help the elderly people in their 
village directly with food, and to work towards paying school fees for disadvantaged children. 

In Kambwata a Life Group welcomed in a lady who was an alcoholic and was shunned by the rest of their 
community. Over "me they supported her and she became a Chris"an and stopped drinking. Her whole 
family was transformed by this.

Selina started a Life Group and a number of people who had stopped going to church because they felt 
that their par"cular church caused too many problems came back to Jesus through the Life Group.

A struggling church in Lusemfwa saw incredible growth of 500+ in 8 weeks a*er a Dignity training event 
was run there and built unity.

Our #rst Impact Team was formed in Luapula to provide local support for 
growing Life Group numbers. As they got to work, we saw Life Group numbers 
grow rapidly again. We recognised the value of local leadership.

Jon & Jude wrote Love Your Village, a 10 week study course, to encourage Life 
Groups to put their growing faith into ac"on in their communi"es.

We visited Chibombo and Mwinilunga to help grow rela"onships there.

The birth of the Luapula Impact Team led to a 
substanital growth of Life Groups in the area.

We followed up lots tof the new leads we had made in 
2010 and ran training events in di$erent communi"es, 
represented by the purple dots.
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A lady in Mwinilunga had been su$ering from troubled dreams, strange behaviour and sickness. Her 
family were very concerned and asked the local Life Group to pray for her. It became apparent that her 
family was steeped in Satanism and had cursed her from an early age. This hold on her life was removed 
through prayer and all of the problems she was experiencing ceased. She is now part of the Life Group 
and her family and goes to a local church regularly. Her life is completely di$erent.

Esther and her Life Group stepped in to help when the Chief’s Advisor in their village died.  Funerals can 
be very expensive and nobody was willing to assist the family who could not cover the costs. Esther and 
her Life Group covered the costs between them and as a result many people in the area became open to 
Life Groups and heard about Jesus.

Fordson and Joseph prayed with a man who had been sick for 3 weeks. The hospital had not been able to 
help him. When they prayed for him, he was completely healed.

Mr Manengwa was on the bus when he overhead Bernard telling someone about why he had travelled 
to Mwinilunga. Mr Manengwa was intrigued and joined the conversa"on. He was from a place called 16 
Miles. Today there are 3 Life Groups in 16 Miles thanks to an overheard conversa"on'

Matanga had never been able to walk and had spent most of his life si<ng on the %oor. Precious & Jo$rey 
and their Life Group realised that they could do something to help him. They applied for a hand pedalled 
mobility cart and arranged transport to get it to their village. Suddenly Matanga’s quality of life has been 
vastly improved as everyday tasks like washing, ea"ng and ge<ng around have been made easier.

As we turned 5 years old, we prayed that our work would spread to 5 areas. 

A second Impact Team was formed in Central Zambia. We helped Impact 
Teams balance suppor"ng exis"ng Life Groups and plan"ng new groups.

We heard powerful tes"monies of God healing people. We heard of Life 
Groups bringing hope to their communi"es in simple, life-changing ways. We 
were seeing the “oaks of righteousness” that God had spoken of'

Spread of Life Groups Areas of work and prayed for growth
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2 Life Groups began in an area just 5km o$ the road. Whilst not far from the road, the village has always 
been very isolated because it is cut o$ by a river. Nobody there remembers any Chris"ans visi"ng or living 
in their area. When Dignity’s team visited and explained that Chris"anity means to love God and love 
your neighbour the community opened themselves up to Jesus and have begun 2 Life Groups.

2 young men in Kabuta joined a Life Group. They used to be found drinking, lounging about and generally 
not being very produc"ve. Shortly a*er joining the Life Group they decided that they, “needed to get 
serious about God and about their lives.” They are now useful, produc"ve and commi!ed to the message 
of loving God and those around them. Those who knew them were amazed by the change they saw.

Life Groups 150km apart in Lusemfwa and Chibombo helped reunite a family that had been torn apart 
by addic"on to alcohol. The husband %ed from Lusemfwa a*er bea"ng his wife when drunk. A*er some 
"me there he ended up a!ending a Life Group in Chibombo. Over a period of 5 months the Life Group 
helped him break free from his addic"on to alcohol and brought him to Jesus. As he told them more of 
his story, they decided to contact a Life Group in his old village, Lusemfwa. The Life Group in Lusemfwa 
visited his wife and explained what had happened to her husband. A year later, with the support of  both 
Life Groups, the family has been successfully and peacefully reunited.

In Matuka, 2 brothers had not been on speaking terms for 25 years. When they heard a Dignity Impact 
Team teaching about forgiveness and unity they decided to put their disagreements behind them. The 
change in the lives of these two men has been an example to others in the community and led to many 
wan"ng to be involved in the work of Dignity and to know Jesus.

With our goal of 5 areas in mind we built on exis"ng work in Mwinlunga and 
also established links in Southern Zambia and Tanzania.

We partnered with Founda"ons Zambia and our team members started 
learning conserva"on farming methods, learning how to get more from a small 
plot of land. They could then pass on what they learnt to Life Groups.

Jude Wi! su$ered a bad accident and the family needed "me to recover.

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In Kamalamba 3 Life Groups worked together to unite the community and reconstruct a bridge a*er 
it was damaged by heavy rainfall. In Chibaia a dangerous river crossing that had claimed a number of 
lives was made safe when the 8 Life Groups in the area came together to build a bridge. In Mulilima a 
Life Group created a separate footpath so that people no longer had to walk in the road at a par"cularly 
sharp corner where accidents kept happening. Since then there have been no more accidents'

A retired soldier who had been troubled since his "me in the army read the story of Maximilian Kolbe in 
Dignity’s book Love Your Village. He suddenly understood that this is exactly what Jesus has done for him 
and a*er speaking to his local pastor he chose to accept Jesus and welcomed him into his life.

John, an Impact Team member, prayed with a man who was having recurring nightmares. Since he visited 
and spent "me praying with the man, the nightmares have stopped and the man has been well.

A secondary school boy in Mul"pula felt able to share with his Life Group the pain and sadness his family 
was experiencing because his father drank and became violent when drunk. The Life Group met with 
the family and worked to help the father, taking him through some Bible studies. The father found a new 
hope in life through Jesus and stopped drinking.

Joyce was a pros"tute and would go to bars to sell herself. One day she a!ended  a Dignity training event 
and heard about Jesus.  Joyce joined a church and a Life Group. Some"me later she said that she, like 
Paul in the Bible, used to persecute people for following Jesus but now believed in him herself' Joyce 
stopped working as a pros"tute and recently married David who has also started going to church.

We reshaped the way Impact Teams work, se<ng aside the #rst half of the 
year for suppor"ng exis"ng Life Groups and using the second half of the year 
to plant new Life Groups.

The Mwinlunga Impact Team formally began, making a total of 3 teams.

Following up on an invite, we travelled to Ka"ma Mulilio, just over the 
Namibian border and taught a group there how to plant Life Groups.

Chafwila went to visit an old man that the whole community was scared of because he was a witch. He 
sat side by side with him as nobody else dared to do and simply shared the gospel. Chafwila’s ac"ons and 
words led the man to accept Jesus and turn away from his previous life style.

Osia gathered 16 women in her village and shared the conserva"on farming techniques she learnt at a 
Dignity camp. Despite hard soil and late, heavy rains, the women s"ll achieved good harvests meaning 
they could feed their families.

Josephine decided that she wanted to encourage others to learn together and help others a*er a!ending 
a Life Group for a while. She began another group for women and leads this herself, passing on what she 
has learnt. Together the group studies the Bible and cares for those who are sick in the community.

The village headman and an elder from a local church visited a Dignity training. They were so impressed 
that they stayed for the full course, sleeping on the %oor with everyone else. This is unheard of for such 
respected community members' They said, “We have never heard such kind of teaching even though we 
have been Chris"ans for so many years.” They welcomed the work of Dignity into their communi"es.

Simon was chased o$ his land a*er being accused of prac"sing witchcra*, leaving him with no home or 
means to support himself. Life Groups leaders in the area worked with Simon and those who had chased 
him away to challenge witchcra* and introduce forgiveness and hope. Without their interven"on the 
situa"on would have led to bi!erness, anger and poverty. Simon was forgiven and ul"mately able to 
return to his home.

With the number of Life Groups passing 300 we asked leaders to form area 
“clusters” where they could share experiences and ideas and help one another.

“Appren"ce” Impact Team members began to work alongside established 
Impact Teams, travelling with them and learning from them.

In partnership with Rooted in Jesus we began to translate their materials into 
Lunda and Lozi.

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Samson who a!ended a farming training we ran with Founda"ons Zambia said, “I used to get something 
like 10 or 12 bags of maize from a lima of land. Even with the bad rains last year I got 16 bags from my 
lima of land by using the methods I have been taught. It would have been more if the rains were good.”

Precious doubted that she could ever be loved by God because she was working as pros"tute. A*er 
Dignity visited her village she began to pray to God and she says that God has changed her. She no longer 
works as a pros"tute, instead she tells others about Jesus and volunteers as an Impact Team member'

Cornelius moved to Petauke with his job. Having seen the di$erence Life Groups make he immediately 
started teaching people how to plant Life Groups. He did not have money to buy food for training events 
but he prayed about it and decided to go ahead. He was amazed to see people dona"ng maize and 
chickens to feed the group. There was some le* over, so he ran a training event in the next village as well'

Rose surprised herself when she invited a Dignity Impact Team to stay at her house as hospitality was not 
her thing. She decided to a!end the training event they were running and, when she heard them speak 
about unity and forgiveness, Rose knew she had to make amends with her cousin who she had been 
estranged from for 2 years. Everyone rejoiced with Rose and her cousin.

Royd discovered someone had stolen his crop of onions one morning. Mar"n, the thief, was duly 
arrested, but when Royd met him he felt strongly that God wanted him to forgive Mar"n. Royd told 
Mar"n this and asked him to a!end a Life Group in the area. Mar"n did and over "me has been changing 
his ways' Since this event Royd has been ac"vely seeking an opening to start Life Groups in prisons.

We laid the founda"ons for “Deeper” with the aim of teaching Life Groups to 
plant other groups, crea"ng organic growth and a cri"cal mass in communi"es.

We began to compile “Founda"ons”, a Chrisi"an discipleship course to use 
with Life Groups.

We taught a group of Kenyans vis"ng Zambia how to run Life Groups and 
followed up an invite to Windhoek, Namibia to do the same.

Brenda was ostracised for years because she is HIV posi"ve. A Life Group welcomed her in and she has 
since come to know Jesus’s love and has shown this to others in the community who are HIV posi"ve. 
Together they have formed an ac"on group who are caring for many more in the community.

Rosemary was branded a witch in her old age, ignored by her family and le* in abject poverty. Dorothy 
invited her to a Life Group, encouraged her, saying that she did not believe Rosemary to be a witch. The 
Life Group helped meet some of Rosemary’s very prac"cal needs. Rosemary has a new lease of life'

Gervas, Margaret and Josephine have seen an area that was torn apart by distrust and jealousy following 
an in%ux of refugees slowly become a community that welcomes strangers and works together. Life 
Groups helped people see that they should love their neighbour by pu<ng this into prac"ce.

A road in Kapeshi was unusable. Everyone was wai"ng for someone else to mend it. A Life Group in the 
area decided to work together to maintain the road. Others joined in and now the community is taking 
collec"ve responsibility. In Kasonhezi a Life Group is showing people the love of Jesus by helping the 
bereaved with the cost of funerals, collec"ng #rewood and water for those who are unable to do so and 
challenging loneliness by invi"ng elderly people to be part of their group. Their ac"ons are being no"ced 
by the whole community and inspiring others to care for those around them as well.

Precious and Esther have been sharing the work of Dignity in communi"es where they live. They say that 
many people are really happy with what they share because they feel that they are being trusted with 
the work and given responsibility. Precious and Esther described them as, ”an army in waiting.”

Life Groups are taking root around Mbeya, Tanzania as a %edging team forms.

Impact Teams have been mee"ng with Life Group leaders and sharing the 
vision of “Deeper”. Ini"al signs have been really good and 10 new groups have 
begun organically. Training materials have been wri!en and translated.

More amazing stories con"nue to emerge from Life Groups and we are 
humbled to see villagers becoming the hope of Africa as they walk with God.

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Remembering the words God gave us when we began, we believe we are called 
to reach as many people as possible. We want to:

Mul!ply what we do: We want to raise up teams who can do what we are doing 
in Zambia. Imagine  a movement of people in Kenya, Tanzania, Nambia... 

Share our knowledge: We want to make our e$ec"ve working methods and 
models available for others to use wherever they are.

Reasons to celebrate!
We thank Jesus for each life that has been turned around, each family that has been rebuilt, each 
community that is be!er able to provide for itself and each person who has come to know him.

We are seeing people become “Oaks of Righteousness” at every level of our work. Every Life Group is led 
by 1 or 2 volunteers who want to see Jesus in their community. Impact Team members give their "me, 
travelling far and wide to share the work of Dignity because they have seen it make a di$erence. Bernard 
has become our Impact Team Coordinator and we want to raise others up to work with him. We es"mate 
that 16,708 hours were volunteered in Zambia last year. Our work has started a movement!

Women are being valued equally to men breaking the norm of rural village life. By transla"ng our 
teaching sessions and materials into their language and by using simple working methods we have 
opened the door for women to be involved where they have previously been excluded due to typically 
lower educa"on levels and cultural expecta"ons. Men and women working together are stronger!

We believe there are 500 Life Groups! At the end of August when we did our last formal count there were 
482 groups. Impact Teams have since reported more groups beginning and we believe that takes us past 
the 500 mark' That means between 7,500 and 10,000 people getting to know Jesus better!

Collective responsiblity is taking the place of a dependancy mindset. Instead of wai"ng for someone 
else to come and help, Life Groups are stepping up and working together to tackle the challenges faced 
by their communi"es. Life Groups members are living Amazing Lives and being part of Everyday Miracles.

Challenges we face
